eggstrafresh is environmentally safe, laboratory tested and scientifically proven to reduce the growth rate and toxicity of harmful bacteria and pathogens while helping to control ethylene gas and other spoilage agents.
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C-5’s next venture is an “intention to treat” insect spray developed with all natural ingredients that provides instant relief for victims of red-ant, hornet, and numerous other insect bites.  In addition, testing has begun for creams and sprays that are formulated to provide temporary relief for skin burns, cuts and scrapes.


C-5 Biotechnologies, LLC applies advanced nanotechnological solutions to create and develop products for consumer and business-to-business markets.  The initial focus is on reducing effects of food bacteria and other pathogens to increase shelf life of food.  C-5 engages universities and institutions, including TransGenex Nanobiotech located on the campus of the University of South Florida, with basic research agreements to deliver benefits and results from blind, double and triple-blind testing.
